Public Comments

Community member Heather reported concerns from previous Farmers Market vendors regarding the 2025 market. She stated that vendors wish for the market to remain under city management.

· Sewer Rehabilitation Report – Jim Warner outlined the necessary steps to approve and finalize payment to Municipal Pipe Tool for their completed work.

· Maintenance Report – Matt Brown provided the following updates:

· Plans to improve insulation in City Hall using available supplies.

· A porta-potty company will begin using the city lagoon for waste disposal under a forthcoming contract.

· The city tractor requires new front tires.

Motion: McClaran moved to approve the purchase of two front tires for the city’s tractor at a cost of up to $200 each. Dorothy seconded the motion. Motion carried unanimously.

· Minutes Approval: Clark moved to approve the minutes from the January 27, 2025, meeting. Dorothy seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
· Treasurer’s Report: The January Treasurer’s Report was reviewed. Dorothy moved to approve the report, seconded by Clark. Motion carried unanimously.
· Bill Payments: The council reviewed current bills. Clark moved to approve payment of all bills, seconded by Heckethorn. Motion carried unanimously.

· 2025 Farmers Market – A list of vendor concerns and suggestions was reviewed. City Clerk Murphy will prepare registration forms for the March meeting. The market will continue with an increased social media presence. Further discussion will take place at the next meeting.

· Motion: Dorothy moved to approve the final payment to Municipal Pipe Tool Co. LLC. Clark seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

· City Clerk Training
Clerk Murphy reported uncertainty in various city matters due to high turnover rates across the state. She noted that clerk certification courses take 2-3 years to complete, with no classes available until summer. The council agreed to pursue training opportunities as they become available.

· Library Funding
Motion: Dorothy moved to approve the purchase of a $200 Amazon gift card for the library to be used for book purchases. Heckethorn seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
· ARPA Fund Transfer
Motion: Clark moved to approve Resolution 2025-3 Transfer of Funds, transferring all remaining ARPA funds to the Water Operating account. Dorothy seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Motion: Dorothy moved to adjourn the meeting. McClaran seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
