Library Board:

President Gloria Brown, Shelley Carter, Laura VanWinkle, Secretary Twila Chaplin, and Dena Clark were present.
The Library Board was present to ask questions regarding the year-end financial report. Topics of discussion included:

· Clarification on whether there are any term limits for library board members.

· How the current year’s budget was prepared.

· Agreement for a Library Board representative to attend one City Council meeting each quarter to improve communication between City Hall and the Library.

· Request for a clear understanding of the budget profit and loss statement and how items are divided between the city and the library.

· Reporting requirements the Library Board is responsible for.

· Responsibility for preparing the library budget.

It was decided that the Library Board is responsible for preparing its budget and must submit it to the City Clerk by January 2026.

Reports:


· Maintenance Report: Matt Brown

Reported he has applied to be placed on the list for his certification test and will notify Mayor Garrett when scheduled. Mayor Filson will email council members with the date.

Two recent water line breaks: one caused by a fire and one north of town where Access Energy drove a ground rod through the line. The city did not receive any notice from 811 before the dig.

Reported the need for a new tractor blade. City Council requested that costs be researched for outsourcing snow removal.

· Utilities Report:
A rise in delinquent payments was noted. Bounced payments were also reported.
· City Clerk Report:
$12,000 damage of sewer line (April) was recovered. Training on QuickBooks on Sept. 17 to assist with Payroll.

· City Audit Findings- The City audit passed with no fines or penalties.
New Business
· Resolution No. 2025-7 – Council reviewed the resolution to submit a public measure to the electors regarding the Library Board. Motion by Padget, seconded by Nelson. Motion carried unanimously. Clerk Cain will take the resolution to the County Auditor to have it placed on the November 2025 City ballot.
· Resolution No. 2025-8 – City Hall Hours – Motion by Nelson, seconded by Padget. Motion carried unanimously.
· Water Rate Increase – To be updated per Ordinance No. 2024-2 and implemented by September 2025.
· City Credit Cards – Council discussed credit card use for City Hall and the Library per the recent audit. Clerk Cain will contact the bank to see if that service is offered.
