· Sewer Rehabilitation Report – Jim Warner provided an update on the Sewer Rehabilitation Project. Work on Union Street did not require tearing up the sidewalk. A leak was identified in the lift station. Jim will assist in preparing an Intended Use Plan for water rehabilitation, to be submitted by September.
Motion: Padget moved to remove the sidewalk on Union Street and reseed the area rather than pouring a new sidewalk. Clark seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Motion: Dorothy moved to authorize up to $10,500 to seal the leak at the lift station. McClaran seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
· Maintenance Report – Mayor Filson reported on behalf of Maintenance Director Matt Brown. A new agreement was presented for Porta-A-Bubs to continue waste dumping.
Motion: Clark moved to approve the agreement allowing Porta-A-Bubs to dump waste from 6/1/15 through 6/30/26, at the rate of $30 per 1,000 gallons. Dorothy seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
· City Clerk Report – No report.

· Minutes Approval: Dorothy moved to approve the minutes from April 14, 2025. Clark seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
· Treasurer’s Report: The April Treasurer’s Report was reviewed. Padget moved to approve the report. Clark seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
· Bill Payments: The council reviewed current bills. Dorothy moved to approve payment of all bills. McClaran seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

· Change Order #5 – Lagoon Rehabilitation:
Motion: Clark moved to approve the change order reflecting a $1,500 increase to the project. Dorothy seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
· City Flowers:

Motion: Padget moved to approve $250 for McClaran to purchase flowers. Dorothy seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
· Street Closures:

Motion: Dorothy moved to approve street closures on May 17 and August 30 for Lions Club events. McClaran seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
· Library Use of Amazon Account:
The council discussed providing the Stockport Library with access to an Amazon Business account. This would allow the librarian to request orders, track shipments, manage returns, utilize the non-profit status, and access free shipping. The City Clerk would retain final purchase approval.
Motion: Clark moved to create an Amazon Business account and add the Stockport librarian with limited access, requiring City Clerk approval for all purchases. Padget seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
