McClaran motioned to approve No 11026-Lagoon-3 Change Order; Dorothy seconded. All ayes, motioned carried. Dorothy motioned to approve increases to the FY2026 budget for up to 3% in payroll and up to 25% for insurance; McClaran seconded. All ayes, motioned carried. Clark motioned to approved Resolution 2025-1 Transfer of Funds (moving funds from library savings to general account to correct deposits from 12-18-24 and 1-2-25, and to move funds from LOST to general account to cover the City Hall roof); Dorothy seconded. All ayes, motion carried.
